Maintaining Heating Fuel Tanks

YELLOWKNIFE (April 28, 2008) - The Department of 

Environment and Natural Resources (ENR) reminds homeowners of their legal responsibility for properly maintaining heating fuel tanks.

Fuel spills can cause damage to homes, property, people and the environment.  Spills can also lead to a decrease in home and property values.  

The Environmental Protection Act states that the owner is responsible for reporting the spill, cleaning up any contamination and notifying anyone who may be affected by it.  Failure to do so could lead to legal actions.
