Update on Possible Cougar Sightings near Yellowknife

Yellowknife (June 24, 2008) – The Department of Environment and Natural Resources (ENR) received two more reports of a possible cougar sighting during the past weekend.

Two residents provided descriptions consistent with the description of a cougar but the sightings are unconfirmed. 

The animal was reported near the old Ptarmigan Mine site on the Ingraham trail late Saturday evening.  

A second sighting of the animal near Giant Mine was reported late Sunday evening.

In both cases, the animal did not show any interest in people and was seen fleeing when sighted.

A bear trap and remote camera were removed from Parker Park today.  No evidence of a cougar was found at the Park.

Residents are reminded to treat all wildlife with respect and take appropriate precautions by encouraging their children to play in supervised groups when outdoors and to keep pets and pet food inside, if possible.
